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Abstract
Introduction: This document describes the requirements for abstracts submitted to CNIC´2010. The document can be used as a template in two ways: Either you can write your abstract directly in this document, or you can paste an already prepared manuscript into this document. All styles needed for formatting your abstract are embedded in this document, and allow easy formatting of the text. Material and Methods: Official languages of the Congress are Spanish and English and the full papers must be sent in any of these languages. However, abstracts must be submitted in English for international spreading purposes. Abstract should be formatted for A4 paper, and with Time New Roman font type. Top, bottom and side margins should be 2.5 cm. Font size is 16 in the Title, 12 in the name of the authors, 10 in the author’s affiliation, and 12 again in the body of the abstract. Results and Discussion: A structured abstract must be submitted, with no more than 250 words. The total area shall not exceed one page. The structure of the abstract must express the structure of the paper (Introduction, Materials and Methods, Results and Discussion, Conclusions). Please, don’t use images, tables, formula or complex symbols or acronyms in the body of the abstract. Conclusion: Valid abstract formats are Rich Text (RTF) or Microsoft Word (DOC), of which we prefer RTF because this tends to give fewer problems with formatting. All the abstracts will appear in the official CD ROM of the Congress.
